and 1991 (January) consequent on amendments made in comresponding rules by the Central Govern-
ment.

2. We have been receiving requests from various Regional and sub-Regional Offices for supply of
up-dated copies of allotment rules every now and then, Updating the rules is an essential part of
effective management and is a continuous and ongoin ¢ process. With the publication of this edition,

the need for updation will be greatly served. It is hoped that this compilation would meet our
requirement.

THE EMPLOYEES' PROVIDENT FUNDS, CENTRAL BOARD
EMPLOYEES (ALLOTMENT OF RESIDENCES) RULES, 1972,

ALLOTNMENT RULLES
1. Sh itle I commencement ;-

(1) These rules may be called the Employees' Provident Funds, Central Board Emplyces
(Allotment of Residences) Rules, 1972;

(2) They shall come into force atonce.
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These rules shall apply 1o the allotment of residential accommodation hired or owned by the
Central Board for occupation by officers and other stafll employed by it (hercmalter referred 1o as the
employcees).
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In these rules, unless the context otherwise reyuires.

(a) "Act” means the Employees' Provident Funds and Miseellangcous Provisions Act, 1952; (19
ol 1952)

(b) "allotment" means the grant of a licence W otedpy a residence in accordunce with the
provisions ol these rules;

(c) "allounent year" means the year beginning on the st January or such other period as may be
notificd by the Central Commissioner;

{d) "Central Board” means the Board of Trustees constituted under Section 5-A of the Act;

(¢) "Central commissioner” means the Central Provident Fund Commissioner appointed under
sub-section (1) of Section 5 D of the Act:

(1) "Chairman” means the Chairman of the Bourd of Trustees constituted under Section 5 A off
the Act;

(g) "Deputy Commuissioner” and "Regional Commissioner” means respectively the Deputy
Provident Fund Commissioner and the Regional Provident Fund Commissioner appaointed
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under Sub-Section (3) ol Sectio 5 D of the Act

“cligible office” means an office of the Central Board, the employces of which are eligible
for accommodation under these rules;

"emoluments” means the emoluments as defined in rule 45-C ol the Fundamental Rules, as
applicable [rom time to time to employees of the Central Government, but exchiding
compensatory allowdnce and the relerences 1o pay and payment [rom general revenues in the
said rules shall be construed 1o mean pay and such payments from the Administration
Aceounts Nos. 4 and 2 of the Fund;-

Provided thatin the case of an employee who is under suspension, the emoluments drawn by
him on the firsuday of the allotment year in which he is placed under suspension, or, il he is
placed under suspension on the lirst day of the allotment year, the emoluments drawn by him
immediately befare that date, shall be tiken (o be his cmoluments:

"lamily" means the wile or the husband, as the case may be and children, siep ¢hildren,
legally adopied children, parents, brothers or sisters as are ordinarily residing with and are
dependent on the employees;

"priority date” of anemployee in relation to a type ol residence 10 which he s eligible under
rule 5 means the @irtiest date from which he has been continunusly drawing emoluments
relevant to a particular type or & higher type in a post under the Central Board or en forcign
servige exeeplt for periods of leave;

Provided that in respect of a type 11, type 1T or type TV reswdence, the date from which the
ollieer has been continuously in service under the Centrgl Board including the period of
forcign service shall be his priority date Lor that type;

Providdd further that where the priority date of two or more employees is the same, seniorily
among them shall hé determined:

(i) by the amount of emoluments drawn by cach such employce, the cmployee in recgipt of
higher emoluments aking precedence over the employet in reccipt of lower emolu-

ments;
(i) Where the emoluments are equal, by the length of service under the Central Board;
“rent” mcans the sum of money payable monthly in accordance with the provisions of the

Funddniental Rules, as applicable from time o time o employees of the Central Govern-
ment, in respect ol a residence alloted under these rules:

(my "'kes__i([nllug:" means a residenee hired or owned by the Central Board:
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“sub-fetting” includes sharing of accommodation by an allotiee with another person with or
without payment or rent by such other person, but does not include a casual guest;

Explanation

Any shuring of accommodation by an allotiee with close reldtions shall not be deemed to be

sub-letting;

“temporary transfer” means a transfer, which involves an absence from the place of duty for
a period not exceeding four months;

"transfer” means a transter from an eligible olfice to an incligible office:

“type” in relation 1o an employce means the type of residence to which he is eligible under
rule .

Allotment to husband and wile:

Eligiblity inicascs of employees who are married 1o cach other -

No employee shall be alloved a residence under these rules if the wife or the husband, as the
case may be, of such employee has already been alloted a residence, unless such residence
is surréndered;

Provided that this rule shall notapply where the husband and wile are residing separately in
pursuance of an order of judicial separation made by any court.

Where two employces in occupation of separate residences, alloted under these rules marry
each other, they shall, within one month of such marriage, surrender one of the residenccs.

[Faresidence is not surrendered as required under sub-rule (2), the allounent of the residence
ol the lower type or il the residences are of the same type, the allotment of such one of them
as the Central Commuissioner may decide, shall be deemed 1o have been cancelled on the
expiry of the peried specificd in sub=rule (2).

Where both the husband and the wile arc employed under the Central Board the title of cach
of them o allotment of residence under these rules shall be considered independently.

Classilication ol residences, save as otherwise provided in these niles, an employee shall be
cligible lor allotment ol a residenc of the Lype showi in thie table below :-

(2) An employce who secks allotment of a residence or the continuance of the
allotmentof a residence which has been allotied to him may, atany time, and shall,
ifs0, dirceted apply to the Regiondl Comimissioner in the case of employces of the
Regional Offices and to the Central Commissioner in the case ol employees ol the
Central Office lor this purpuse in such [orm and in such manner and by such date
as may be specilied by the Central Commissioner.

(b) The Regional Cimmissioner shall forward the applications reccived by him to the
Central Cimmissioner for allotment of residences.

All applications received otherwise than in pursuanee of a direction issued under clause
{a) of sub-rule (1) shall be considered [or allotment in the succeeding month il such
applications have been received belore the twentieth day of a calendar month.

Where an employee fails 1o make application or refuses (o aceept the allounent of a
residence made o him the House Rent Allowance admissible to him shall unless waived
by the Central Commissioner for reasons to be recorded in writing, be liable to be
forficted.

Save as otherwise provided in these rules, a residenc as soon as it becomes available
shiall be alloued by the Central Commissioner toan applicant having the earliest priority
date Tor that type of residence suhject to the lollowing conditions, namely

(1) The Central Commissioner shall not allot a residonce ol a type higher than that o

which the applicant is eligible under Rule 5.

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(i) The Central Commissioncr shall not ordinarily allot an applicant or employce a
residence of a type lower than that 1o which he is eligible under rule 5.

Provided in exceptional circumstances and where the availability position of the
accommodation so warrants, the Central Commissioner may allot an applicant or
employee aresidence of a type lower than that 1o which he is eligible under rule 5.
But such allotment shall be made only after offering all employees eligible o that
type of accommodation and where such employees have refused 1 accept the offer
of allotment.

Provided further that in cases of allotment under the lirst proviso above the
recovery of rent from the employces shall be at the raie ol 10 per cent of their
emioluments or the standard rent calculated under the Fundamental Rules, as
applicable [rom time o time to employees of the Central Governmentor 10 per cent
of“the maximum emolument prescribed for the lower type of accommodation
actually allotied whichever is the least.

Provided further that reftisal 1o accept the allotment under the first proviso above
shall constitte refusal within the meaning of sub-rule (3) of rule 6.

(iii) The Central Commissioner on request from dn applicant for allouvent of a lower
type of residence may, on the basis ol his priority date, allot to him a residenc next
below the type for which he is eligible under rule 5, il'it is available,

The Central Commissioner may cancel existing allotment ol an eniployee and allot 1o him
an alternative residence of the Same type or i emergent circumstances an allernative
residence of the type neat below the type of residence in oce upation of the employce, il the
residence in occupation of the oflicer is required Lo be taken.

3. A vacant residence may, in addition 1o allotment o an employce under sub-rule (1), be
offered simultancously o other cligible employees in order of their priority dates.

8. Maintenance ol separate pools for certain calefories of ollicers and stall:

1. Notwithstanding anything contined in these rules, the [ollowing pools shall be maintained,

namely :

(i) Pool of residences for Central Commissioner, Deputy Commissioner and Regional
Commissiongrs.

(i) Pool ol residences for officers on depatation to the Cernitral Board.

(iii) Pool ol resulences Lor 10 per cent ol permancnt stall,
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(iv) Pool of residences lor some essential stall.

The number and the type of residences 1o be placed in these pools shall be determined by the
Central commissioner from time 1o time.

Inter se seniority of the employees cligible for allotiment of residences under this rule shall
be deternined in accordance with the dates ol their appointment to the posts which entitle
them for consideration of allotment of residences included in the peol.

9. Out of turn alfotments

Not withstanding the provisions of rule 7, alloument of a residence may be made by the
Central Commissioner on an out-ol-tum basis o an employee on grounds of scrious illness
of such employee or of a member of his family, inconsultation if considered necessary, with
the preseribed medical authority.

The priority date for out-of-tum allotment shall be date on which the application of the

employee for out-of-tum allotment is received by the Central Commissioner.

Without prejudice to the provisions of sub-rule (3) of rule 6 where an employcee fails o
accept the allotment of a residence within five days, or fails o take possession of that
residence after acceptance within eight days, from the dae ol receipt of the letter of
allotment, he shall not be eligible for another allotment for a period of one year rom the date
of the leter of allotment.

If an employce occupying a lower type of residence is allotted or offered a residence of the
type for which he is eligible under rule 5 or for which he has applied under clause (iii) of sub
rule (1) of rule 7, he may, on relusal of the said alloiment, or offer of allotment, be permitted
1o continue in the previousty alloted residence on the following conditions, namely :

(a) that such an employce shall not be cligible for another allotment for a period of six
months from the date of the letter of allotment for the higher class of accommodation;

(b Subject o the limits preseribed in clause (¢), while retaining the existing residence (he
employce shall be charged the same rent which he would have had to pay under
Fundumental Rule 45-A, as applicable [rom time to lime (o employees ol the Central
Government, in respeet of the residence so allotted or offered or the rent payable in
respect of the residence already in his occupation, whichever is higher;

(¢) (i) thecharging of the rent at the higher rate, envisaged in clause (b) Shall be restricted

to a1 period of one year from the date ol receiptof the letter of allotment of the higher
type of residence or upto the date on which the employece gets another allotment of
a residence of a type higher than the one alrcady in his occupation if such an
alloument is made within the aloresaid period of one year.

i) Where the employee again reluses the subsequent alloument, the period of one year
shall commence afresh from the date of receipt of the subsequent leter of

allotment.

11. iod for which

1. An allotment shall be effective from the date on which it is accepted by the employee and
shall continue in force until :

a) the expiry of the concessional period permissible under sub rule (2), alter the employee
ceases to be en duty in an cligible office: or

b) itiscancelled by the Central Commissioner or is deemed to have been cancelled under
any of the provisions of these rules; or

¢) itis surrencered by the employee, or
d) the emiployce ceases Lo oceupy the residence,

2. Aresidenceallotied toan employee may, subject 1o sub-rule (3) be retainedon the happening
of any of the events specified in column 1 of the Table below for the period specified in the
corresponding entry in column 2 thercof, provided that the residence is required [or the
bonafide use of the ecmployee or members ol his Funily.

Where an officer on transfer or loreign service in India is sanctioned leave and avails ol it before
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joining duty at the new office, he may be permitted to retain the residence for the period
mentioned against items (iv), (v), (vi) and (vii) or for the period of leave, whichever is more.

Explanation Il

Where an order of transfer or foreign service in India is issued to an officer while he is already
on leave, the period permissible under Explanation 1, shall count from the date of issue of such
order.

3. Where a residence is retained under sub-rule (2), the allotment shall be deemed to be
cancelled on the expiry of the admissible concessional period unless immediately on the
expiry thercof the employee resumes duty in an eligible office.

(3A) Where an officer is on medical leave without pay and allowances, he may retain his
residence by virtue of the concession under item (xii) of the Table below sub-rule (2),
provided he remits the licence fee for such residence in cash every month and where
he fails 1o remit such licence fee for more than two months, the allotment shall stand
cancelled. (3A added vide Notification No. P.IV/1(10)/90/Allotment Rules dated
16.01.91.

4. An employce who has retained the residence by virtue of the concession under item (1) or
item (i) of the Table below sub-rule (2) shall, on re-employment in an cli gible office within
the period specified against the said items in the said Table, be entitled 1o retain that
residence and shall also be eligible for any further allotment of residence under these rules.

Provided that if the emoluments of the employee on such re-employment do not entitle him
to the type of residence occupied by him, he shall be allowed a residence of a lower type on
the occurrence of a vacancy.

5. Nowwithstanding anything contained in sub-rule (2) or sub-rule (3) or sub-rule (4), when an
officer is dismissed or removed from service or when his serviges have been terminated and
the Head of the Department in respeet of the office in which such officer was employed
immediately before such dismissal, removal or termination is satisfied thatitis necessary or
cxpedient in the public interest so to do, he may require the Estate Officer Lo cancel the
allotment of the residence made to such officer either forthwith or with clfect [rom such duta
prior to the expiry of the period of two month referred o at item (i) (b) ol the Table below
sub-rule (2 as he may specily and the Estate Olicer shall act accordingly.

Provided that before passing the aloresaid orders, the said authority will give a notice to
show cause why the proposed orders should not be passed and on cause being shown, he will
pass a reasoned/speaking order for cancelling the allotment with effect from a date prior to
the said period of 2 months.
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12. Proyisions relating to rent :

3

Where an allotment of accommaodation or altérnative accommoation has been accepted, the
liability for rent shall commence from the date of occupation or the eighth day [rom the date
of receipt of the leuer of allotment, whichever is carlier,

An employee who, alter acceptance fails to take possession of that accommodation within
cight days from the date of the receipt of the letter of allotment, shall be charged rent from
such date up to.a period of one month or upto the date of re-allotment of that particular
accommadation whichever is earlier.

Where an employee, who is in oceupation ol aresidence, is alloved another residenee and he
occupies the new residence, the allotment of the former residence shall be deemed to be
cancelled from the date of occupation of the new residence :

Provided that the employee may retain the former residence, without payment of rent for that
day and the subsequent day for shifting.

The employee 1w whom a residence has been allowed under these rules shall be personally
liable for the payment of rent thereof and for any damage beyond fair wear and tear caused
thereto or to the furniture, fixtures or fittings or services provided therein by the Central
Board during the period for which the residence has been and remains allotied to him, or
where the:atlotment has been cancelled under any of the provisions in these rules until the
residence along with the out-houses appurtenant thereto have been vacated and full vacant
possession thereol has been rostored to the Central Commissioner.

Whiere the employee o whom a residence has been allotted is nota permanent employee of
the Central Board, he shall furnish a surety bond, in the form that may be prescribed in this
behalf by the Central Commissioner, from a permanent employee ol the Central Board for
the due paymentof rentand other charges due [rom him in respect of such residence, services
or any ether residence provided in licu.

‘Where the surety ceases 1o be in the service of the Central Board or becomes insolvent or
withdiaws his gudrantee or ceases to be availdble for any other reason, the employee shall
furnish a fresh bond exceuted by another permancnt employee of the Central Board as a

ssurety failing which the allotment ol the residence o hun shall, unless otherwise decided by

the Central Commissioner be deomed (0 have been cancelled with effect [rom the date of
oceurance of any of the events aloresaid.

An employee shallalso render himself liable to disciplinary action and to such punishment
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as may be decided upon by the Central Commissioner in the case of any breach of this rule.
14. Surrender of an allotment and period of notice :

1. Anecmployce may, at any time; surrender an allotment by giving intimation in that behalf so
as to reach the Central Commissioner at least ten days before the date of vacation of the
residence

Provided that the Central Commissioner may accept a notice for a shorter period.

9. The allotment of the residence shall be deemed to be cancelled with effect from the eleventh
day after the day on which the letier is received by the Central Commissioner or the date
specified in the letter, whichever is later.

3. Where an employee fails to give due notice, he shall be responsible for payment of rent for
ten days or the number of days by which the notice given by him falls short of ten days.

15. Change of residence .

1. Anemployeetowhom aresidence has been allotted under these rules may apply forachange
of residence within the same type : :

Provided that an cmployee shall not be allowed more than one change in respect of one type
of residence.

2. Changes shall be offered in the order of receipt of applications for the same in the office of
the Central Commissioner.

3. If an employce fails Lo accept a change of residence offered 1o him within five days of the
receipt of such offer for alloument, he shall not be considered again (or achange of allotment
of that type.

4. An employee who after accepting the change of residence, fails lo take possession of the
same, shall be charged rent for such residence in accordance with the provisions contained
in sub-rules (1) and (2) of rule 12, in addition to the normal rent under rule 45-A of the
Fundamental Rules, as applicable from time to time to employces of the Central Govern-

ment, for the residence already in his possession, the allotment of which shall continuc to
subsist.

An employee may be allowed a change of residence on the death of any member of his family if
he applies for a change within three months of such occurrence, provided that the change shall be
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given in the same type of residence as already allotted to the employee.

17. Mutual exchange of resigence :

1. Employees to whom residences of the same type have been allotted under these rules may
apply for permission to mutually exchange their residences.
2. Permission for mutual exchange may be granted if both the employces are reasonably
. expected o be on duty under the Central Board and to reside in their mutually exchanged
residences for at least six months from the date of approval of such exchange.
18. Maintenance of residence
1. The employee to whom a residence has been allotted shall maintain the residence and
premises in a clean condition to the satisfaction of the Central Commissioner.
2. No tree, shrubs, or plants shall be grown contrary 10 the instructions issued by the Central
Commissioner nor shall any existing tree or shrub be cut or lopped off in any garden,
courtyard or compound attached 10 the residence save with the prior permission in writing
of the Central Commissioner.
3. Trees, plantation or vegetation grown in contravention of this rule may be causcd to be

removed by the Central Commissioner at the risk and cost of the employee concerned.

19. Subletting and sharing of residences

1.

Nao employee shall share the residence allotted to him or any of the out-houscs, garages and

Stables appurtenant thereto except with the employces of the Central Board eligible for
‘allotment of residences under these rules.

‘The servant's quarters, out-houses, garages and stables shall be used only for bonafide

purposes, including residence of the servants of the allotee, or for such other purposes as
may be permitted by the Central Commissioner.

No employee shall sublet the whole of his residence ;

Provided thatan employee procceding on leave may accommodat in the residence any other
cmployee eligible for allotment of accommodation under these rules, as a caretaker, for a
period not exceeding six months with the prior permission of the Central Commissioner.

Any employee who shares or sublets his residence shall do so at his own risk and responsi-

bility and shall remain personally responsible for any rentpayable in respect of the residence

and for any damages caused 1o the residence or its precinets or grounds of services provided

therein by the Central Commissioner beyond fair wear and tear.

20. Consequences of breach of rules and conditions:
1. Where an employce 10 whom a residence has been allotted unduthorisedly sublets the

residence of charges rent from the sharer at arate which the Central Commissioner considers
excessive, or erccls any unautherised structure in any part of the residence, or uses the
residence or any portion thereof for any purpose other than that for which it is meant, or
tampers with the electric or water connection or commits any other breach of the rules, or of
the terms and conditions of the allotment, or uses the residence or premises or permits or
suffers the residence or premises to be used for any purpose which the Central Commis-
sioner considers to be imroper, or congucts hinisell in a manner which in his opinion is
prejudicial o the maintenance of harmonious relations with his neighbours, or has know-
ingly furnished incorrect information in any application or written statement, with a view to
securing the allotment, the Central Commissioner may cancel the allounent of the residence.

In this clause, the expression "employece” includes, unless the context otherwise requires, a
member of his family and any person claiming through the employee.

2.

Where an employee has in any application for allotment or statement relating thereto
suppressed any material fact and obtained an allotment, the Central Commissioner may
cancel the allotment with effect from the date he became ineligible for allotment of the
accommodation.

1)  Where action to cancel the allotment is Laken on account.of unauthorised subletting of
the premises by the allotiee, a period of sixty days shall beallowed to the allotiee and any
other person residing with him therein to vacate the premises.

ii) Theallotment shall be cancelled with elfect [rom the date ol vacation of the premises or
expiry of the period of sixty days [rom the date of the order for the cancellation of the
alloument, whichever is earlier.

Where the alloument of a residence is cancelled for conduct projudicial to the maintenance
ofl harmonious relations with neighbours, the employee may, at the discretion of the Central
Commissioner, be allotted another residence in the same type at any other place.

The Central Commissioner shall be competent to take all or any of the actions under clauses
(1) to (4) of this rule and also to declare the employee, who commits a breach of these rules
and instructions issucd to him; to be meligible for allounent of residential accommodation
for a period not exceeding threc yeuars.
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Where, after an allotment has been cancelled or is deemed 1o be cancalled under any of the
provision of these rules, the residence remains or has remained in occupation of the employee to
whom it was alloted or of any person claiming through him, such employee shall be liable 1o pay
damages for use and occupation of the residence, services fumiture and garden charges, equal o the
market rent as may be determined by the Central Commissioner from time 1o Lime:

Provided that an employee, in special cases, may be allowed by the Central Commissioner 1o
retain a residence on payment of twice the standard rent under rule 45-A ol the Fundamenial Rules,
as applicable from time 1o time to employees ol the Central Government, or twice the pooled standard
rent under that Rule whichever is higher, for a period not exceeding six months.

22, Continuance of allotments made prior 1o the issue of these rules - Any valid allotment of
residence which is subsisting immediately belore the commencemt of these rules shall be deemed 1o
be an alloument duly made under these rules notwithstanding that the employee 1o whom it has been
made s not entitled 10 a residence of that type under rule 5 and all the preceding provisions of these
rules shall apply in relation to that allotment and that employee accodingly.

23. Interpretation :-

residences.

The Central Commissioner may delegate any orall of the powers conferred on him by these rules
toany officer under his comtrol subject to such conditions as he may deem fit to impose.

26. Inrespectol matiers forwhich no provision or insuflicient provision has been macde in these rules,
the rules or orders applicable from time 1o time to the corresponding categories of Ceniral Govern-
ment servants shall apply.
